Her gait and station is normal. She has ability to dress and undress and get on and off the examination table. She can stand on heels and toes, squat and rise and tandem walk. Range of motion of all weightbearing joints and spine is normal. Muscle strength is 5/5. There is no evidence of any motor, sensory and reflex abnormalities. Straight leg raising is about 90 degrees on both sides. She can do heel and toe walking and has ability to squat. There is no evidence of tenderness, heat, redness or thickening of joints. She denies any chest pains or shortness of breath. There is no precipitating or aggravating factor. The patient is not using any pain pills, just uses Aleve. At least to my knowledge, she is not using any opioids. She does not use any handheld assistive device. She has ability to raise her arms above the head. She has got a good grip strength, pinch strength and ability to use upper extremities and performing gross and fine functions. Left hand is the dominant hand, has ability to pinch, grasp or shake hands, to write and to manipulate objects such as coin, pen or cup. There is absence of superficial varicosities, brawny edema, stasis dermatitis and all pulses are palpable. The patient denies any dyspnea on exertion.
