CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Peterson was seen on 06/12/22 regarding COPD, atrial fibrillation, and dementia.

HISTORY: Overall, Mr. Peterson is feeling fairly well. His wife was concerned about increased edema of the feet. He does have edema, but circulation is intact and pulses are good. He is on hydrochlorothiazide at this point for hypertension, which has helped the edema. He has history of atrial flutter and fibrillation, but denies palpitations. His heart rate is stable. He is not dyspneic except with exertion. He can walk and he gets exertional dyspnea. He is not short of breath at rest and he is about baseline. COPD is currently stable and there is no wheezing. Denies any cough right now.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath except on exertion, headache, nausea, vomiting, dysuria, or diarrhea. There is history of urinary incontinence.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.2, pulse 78, respiratory rate 16, blood pressure 140/88, O2 saturation 92%.  Lungs: Slightly diminished breath sounds, but no wheezing or crackles. Percussion unremarkable. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop. No murmur. He has 2+ edema of the feet. Pedal pulses are 2+. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Peterson has hypertension currently controlled with metoprolol 25 mg daily plus hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg daily.

2. He has history of atrial fibrillation and rate is controlled with metoprolol 25 mg daily plus Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d. There is no excessive bruising or bleeding.

3. He has COPD and I will continue Symbicort 160/4.5 mcg two puffs twice a day and that seems to be helping.

4. He has some degree of dementia, but is conversant and has some insight into his problems. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
