CHIEF COMPLAINT: Ms. Peterson was seen on 06/13/22 regarding history of hypertension and osteoarthritis etc.

HISTORY: Ms. Peterson stated to have a stroke. If she did she did not know she had it and she is fully recovered and I could not elicit any focal deficits. She has hypertension and that appears controlled. There are no cardiac symptoms or headaches. She does have edema and is on Bumex. This seems to be controlling it. She is on gabapentin for neuropathic pain. She denies any major new complaints.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, abdominal pain, head and neck symptoms, dysuria, or any GI symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 98, pulse 67, respiratory rate 16, blood pressure 130/80, and O2 saturation 97%. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultations. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3. No S4. No murmurs. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: Unremarkable. Slight edema.

Assessment/plan:
1. Hypertension. This is stable with amlodipine 5 mg daily. 

2. Cerebrovascular disease. No major residual symptoms and she may have had TIA or CVAs in the past, but she was not aware of that. She comes with that diagnosis. I will continue Plavix 75 mg daily plus atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

3. She has osteoarthritis, which is stable. She has Tylenol available two tablets or 1000 mg every eight hours as needed.

4. She is on gabapentin 300 mg three times a day for neuropathic pain.

5. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
