CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Ehrlinger was seen in followup of dementia, stroke history, history of gout, and hypertension.

HISTORY: Mr. Ehrlinger main complaint today is that he has pimple like lesion on his face. He has had it off and on for a while and denies any pain or itch.

He has hypertension, but this is currently stable on his current medications. He denies any headache or any cardiac symptoms now. He has history of stroke, but could not recall much detail on that. He has a history of gout, but that is remote and there is no recent attack. He remains on allopurinol.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath or nausea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.8, pulse 80, respiratory rate 16, blood pressure 120/80, and O2 saturation 96%. Head & Neck: Revealed slight acne like lesions on the face that are tiny. They could also be slightly waxy lesions but they are not bothersome. Oral mucosa is normal. Neck: No nodes. Supple. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3. No S4. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly normal. Sensation intact. Mental Status: He is fully oriented to time, place, and person. He could tell me the place, city, state, county and floor. He could tell me the date, day, year, month or season. Affect is normal.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr Ehrlinger has acne like lesions on the face. I will give a trial of Cleocin T topically three times a day for two weeks.

2. He has hypertension controlled with amlodipine 5 mg daily plus metoprolol 25 mg daily.

3. He has history of gout and I will continue allopurinol 300 mg daily.

4. He has past history of COVID, but that is not active and that was in 2019.

5. There is documentation of stroke history, but he could not recall much about that.

6. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
