CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Parker was seen regarding hypertension, gout history, back pain, and dementia.

HISTORY: Mr. Parker denies major complaints. He does have dementia. Mr. Parker also has coronary artery disease, which is stable. He denies current chest pain. He denies any headache. His blood pressure is stable. His depression seems stable with citalopram 20 mg daily.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for cardiac, respiratory, GI, or GU complaints. There is no abdominal pain. No dysuria or dyspnea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/71, pulse 69, respiratory rate 18, temperature 97.5, and O2 saturation 95%.  Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3. No S4. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr Parker has coronary artery disease currently stable with metoprolol ER 25 mg daily plus aspirin 81 mg daily. He is on Crestor 10 mg daily.

2. He has hypertension stable with losartan 50 mg daily plus metoprolol 100 mg daily.

3. He has depression stable with citalopram 20 mg daily.

4. He does have dementia. He is on memantine. I will increase it from 5 mg daily to 5 mg t.i.d.

5. He is no longer is on olanzapine, but he is on Depakote ER 250 mg b.i.d for mood. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
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
