CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Weiss main complaint today is left leg pain. He gets cramps that are quite severe only at night. It has been going on for week or so. He denies other specific complaints right now. He does have diabetes mellitus and sugars are mostly in the mid 100s and relatively stable. He has no polyuria or polydipsia. He has neuropathy and he is on gabapentin 20 mg daily. He has history of stroke, which is baseline in fact mostly left side. He had labs done on 04/07/22, which showed BUN is 60 and creatinine is 0.8. Good renal function. His liver function is normal. The sodium was slightly up at 147 then. He denies other new complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 141/76, pulse 67, respiratory rate 16, temperature 97.9. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultations. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. 

A foot exam was done and it showed there is weakness of the left lower extremity, but normal on the right. Pulses are 1+. Sensation is intact. There is some mild edema.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Weiss has leg cramps. I will check the basic metabolic panel and magnesium level and order magnesium oxide 500 mg daily.

2. He has diabetes mellitus. It is relatively stable. I will continue metformin 500 mg daily.

3. He has neuropathy and I will continue gabapentin 400 mg daily.

4. He has hypertension which is controlled and I will continue metoprolol 12.5 mg twice a day.

5. He had history of stroke and I will continue aspirin 81 mg daily plus Plavix 75 mg daily and he is also on atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

6. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
