Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup for Mr. Lombardi comes accompanying person with wife kidney disease, hypertension, and CHF.  Last visit in December.  Hard of hearing.  No hospital admission.  Denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Stable edema.  No chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  Denies the use of oxygen.  CPAP machine at night for sleep apnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No syncope.  Some weakness and feeling tired.

Medications: Medication list review.  I will highlight the Norvasc, metoprolol, hydralazine, and Bumex for blood pressure.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by myself 170/68 right-sided.  Hard of hearing, but speech is normal.  No respiratory distress.  Some bruises but no skin rash.  No gross mucosal abnormalities.  No palpable thyroid or lymph nodes.  No rales or wheezes.  He has prior MAZE procedure as well as aortic valve replacement.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  2+ edema.  No gross focal deficits.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries from April, creatinine 1.5 baseline for a GFR of 45 stage III, electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus are normal and no anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression, no indication for dialysis, no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.
2. Bioprosthetic aortic valve replacement.
3. Atrial fibrillation MAZE procedure, presently no anticoagulated, has rate controlled medications.
4. Hypertension in the office not well controlled.  He was anxious.  We will recheck at home before adjusting the medications.
5. Prior smoker COPD.  No oxygen.
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6. Sleep apnea on treatment.
7. Coronary artery disease, a prior 3-vessel bypass surgery.
8. Congestive heart failure diastolic type.
9. Prior history of penile cancer, I am not aware of activity.
10. Chronic back pain avoiding antiinflammatory agents.
11. Prior right-sided total knee replacement.
12. Hard of hearing.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis and come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
