Thank you for this referral.

Mr. Stone is a 72-year-old male who comes for followup today. He was initially seen on 06/02/22 for anemia following an evaluation at hospital when his hemoglobin had dropped from 14 to about 11.7. The patient at that time was having stress test and cardiac catheterization. The patient denied any bleeding episode and he was not taking any nonsteroidal antiinflammatory agent except for baby aspirin. In any case, repeat CBC was done on 06/02/22, which showed hemoglobin of 13.7, hematocrit was 42, which is normal, reticulocyte count was 3.0, which is appropriately little higher, iron was 120, ferritin was 377 and B12 was 237.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Unremarkable.
Vital Signs: His weight is 234 pounds, height is 5’9” and blood pressure 151/84.
Head: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Mild anemia now resolved.

2. Good coronaries and not significant risk for CVA or coronary artery disease.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient desires he may not continue baby aspirin. I asked him to discuss with cardiologist, but I agreed with it. His anemia is resolved so we could recheck him in three months, but I think it should be okay.
