Thank you for your continued support.

Alexander Newhaus is a 53-year-old male who comes here today for phlebotomy on recent CBC done on 06/08/22. Hemoglobin was 18.9 and hematocrit was 53.9. RBC was 6.39. Also, his testosterone was high at 11.05.

So, the patient was advised for phlebotomy.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of elevated hemoglobin and hematocrit for last few years. Periodically, he gets phlebotomies. He also has history of hypertension for which he is on amlodipine and lisinopril.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a 53-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height is 6’1” tall, weighing 217 pounds, and blood pressure today was 142/87. Recheck 132/82.
Face: His face is flushed.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Hemoglobin 18.9 and hematocrit 53.9.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Polycythemia secondary.

2. Hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw one pint of blood and I advised him to come for followup in three months for phlebotomy again should hemoglobin be high.
