History: Mr. Zimmerman is a 38-year-old pleasant white male who is a banker at BB&T and has had one episode last week where he felt he could not breathe and that put him into a panic attack. The only history I have is, he states he got COVID-19 infection in 2020, but nothing since. He states he played golf in hot sun yesterday and may have been dehydrated, but this is a second episode. The staff along with him noticed that he was a little bit slow and confused and some of his colleagues called me to let me know that he was not feeling well and the patient was seen today. He did not seem to be in any distress. His vitals were stable. He looked pale though. He stated at that time when he was in the office he was not short of breath, but he states he is worried that his shortness of breath may get started again. He denies any chest pain. He denies any nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He does not have any leg pains or leg swelling. I told the patient I am concerned about pulmonary embolus, he may need IV fluids for hydration and a lab work. He may need to be checked for pulmonary embolus. I called the ER, talked to the person who answered the phone and advised that I need to speak to a nurse, so that he does not have to wait in the ER. I gave him the choices of St. Joseph Emergency Room or College Station St. Joseph. The patient understands plan of treatment. A PE protocol with CT of the chest has to be done. He needs IVs. I did an EKG on him that was within normal limits. Obviously, he will need to get checked for COVID-19 too. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
