Michelle Lovill was seen recently for evaluation.

She has history of hypothyroidism and is currently five weeks pregnant after in vitro fertilization.

She has treatment for infertility, she was seen at the Michigan Center for Fertility and was given letrozole and subsequently became pregnant.

At present, she feels tired and nauseated.

Past History: Notable for thyroidectomy for goiter.

Family History: Positive for thyroid disorders in her mother who has thyroid cancer.

Social History: She is an engineer. She does not smoke or drink alcohol.

Current Medications: Synthroid 0.075 mg, one pill daily.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 132/78 and weight 219 pounds. Thyroid gland was not palpable. There was no abnormal lymphadenopathy. The heart sounds were normal. The lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

I reviewed recent lab tests showing her TSH at 7.01, elevated.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism in the first trimester of pregnancy.

I have increased the levothyroxine to 0.088 mg, 9 pills per week with recommendations for followup about the middle of July.
