Previously, 20 years ago, she had Graves’ disease, which was treated with radioiodine and she was placed on thyroid hormone replacement.

Lab tests performed about three weeks ago revealed a TSH of 0.05, *__________*

Family History: Positive for Graves’ disease in a niece and *__________*
Current Medications: Zetia 10 mg daily, *__________*
General review is remarkable for anxiety and depression, doing well on medication. She also has *__________* as noted.

On examination, weight 130 pounds, BMI *__________* disease. The thyroid gland was not enlarged. There were no abnormal lymph nodes or masses palpable in the neck. The heart sounds were normal. The lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Graves’ disease with postprocedural hypothyroidism with TSH suppression.

I have asked that she decrease the levothyroxine to 0.075 mg, five days per week and return for followup in the middle of August for repeat thyroid function testing.
