Sylvia Leidal was seen in the office recently for evaluation.

She has previous diagnosis of hypercalcemia secondary to primary hyperparathyroidism and, because of COVID, had failed to follow up for further studies including parathyroid imaging two years ago.

More recently, she had a parathyroid scan performed, which was inconclusive, and other investigations include bone densitometry showing osteoporosis.

At this time, she is reasonably well, but has an occasional choking sensation in the recent past.

General system review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 104/65, weight 104 pounds, and BMI 20. The heart sounds were normal. The lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Primary hyperparathyroidism secondary to hyperfunctioning parathyroid adenoma, hypertension, and osteoporosis.

Most recent serum calcium is 10.5, which is minimally elevated.

At this point, I recommended observation of her hypercalcemia, but followup with the primary physician to discuss issues in relation to clonazepam and antihypertensive medication.

Followup visit in one year.
