HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 2-year-old little girl mother brings her in today related to cough, also had some drainage from her eyes, eyelids were matted shut this morning and also has been complaining about her ear mostly on the right, pulling on the ear as well. Mother wants her evaluated today. No other issues were brought forth. Mother states that she has normal bowel movements and is urinating well. No inconsolable cries. From the mother’s point of view, the review of systems is negative with the exception of what is mentioned above.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She has taken Histex.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, interacts well with me through the exam, she is not really in any distress as I examined her.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal round and reactive to light. There is bilateral conjunctival erythema, some mild greenish drainage at the inner canthus on the left eye as well. Conjunctiva, when you pull the lower eyelid down, very grainy with erythema. Ears: There is bilateral erythema to the tympanic membranes. Oropharyngeal area mild erythema. Oral mucosa moist.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Acute otitis media. The patient will receive Amoxil 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. x10 days.

2. Bilateral conjunctivitis. Tobramycin ophthalmic one drop to each eye every four hours the next two to three days or until clear #1 bottle.

Plan of care reviewed with the mother, good hygiene reviewed with the mother, and hand washing all reviewed with the mother. Mother will monitor symptoms and either call or return to clinic if not improving.
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
