CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left knee pain, pain with urination, and followup after laboratory test.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that left knee pain is for the past several weeks and it is progressively getting worse. The patient stated that she never fell down and the pain level in the left knee is 5 or 6 *__________*. 

The patient is complaining of frequent urination for the past two to three weeks. Lately, the patient is strict about glucose intake.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. There is no suprapubic tenderness. 
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
