SUBJECTIVE: The patient was admitted at Medical Center Hospital from June 9, 2022 to June 13, 2022 with acute kidney injury and dehydration. The hospital attributed this to Bactrim DS, but patient was not on Bactrim DS prior to admission. The patient was on Levaquin. She has tolerated Levaquin before Levaquin was given according to her wound culture report. Wound culture done at Medical Center Hospital. She did not grew any organisms. The patient received intravenous fluids. BUN and creatinine improved. The patient was seen by Dr. Anand Reddy, nephrologist. The patient’s BUN was 106 with creatinine 3.3 on June 10, 2022. BUN was 109 and creatinine 3.6 on June 9, 2022 and BUN was 35 with creatinine 0.9 on June 13, 2022.

PLAN: We advised patient to drink plenty of fluids. We advised patient to have would culture done after few days. She was seen by video visit. The patient advised to drink 10 glasses of water everyday. She will need blood test next week. She also has appointment to see Dr. Anand Reddy. The patient is advised to follow diet and lose weight as she has a lymphedema causing extensive wounds. She will use Bactroban ointment. We cannot combine gentamicin Bactroban ointment and we have discontinued gentamicin ointment.
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
