PATIENT NAME: Roundtree, Jimmy

DATE OF SERVICE: 06/15/2022

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came for medical followup. His main complaint is cough and wheezing.

HISTORY OF PRSENT ILLNESS: This 70-year-old white male. The patient has cough especially with exertion and when he lies down for last three months he also has whistling or wheezing in the lungs. He also has lost 26 pounds in three months. He was being followed by Dr. Shelton and he had a chest x-ray done about one and half month ago and it was negative. According to the patient, he has not used any inhaler. The patient has history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia and these conditions are stable.

PAST HISTORY ILLNESS: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, lumbar disc disease, and benign prostatic hypertrophy.

PREVIOUS SURGERY: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Amlodipine 5 mg daily, atorvastatin 10 mg daily, and ibuprofen 200 mg, two tablets daily for back pain.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking – The patient smoked one packet of cigarette per day for 25 years and he quit smoking 15 years ago. Alcohol – Denies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Parents had Alzheimer disease.

PLAN: The patient was started on Breztri inhaler two puffs twice a day. He was also started on albuterol HFA inhaler two puffs twice a day. We will request his records from Dr. Shelton’s office. We have ordered a chest x-ray again. Tamsulosin 0.4 mg daily is ordered for urinary frequency from benign prostatic hypertrophy. The patient was also given Kenalog 40 mg IM for acute exacerbation of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease. He does not have any sputum. He will be seen again in two weeks if he does not gain weight or if his blood tests are abnormal we will also do CT scan of the abdomen in future.
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
