SUBJECTIVE: The patient had sudden burst of the blood vessel in his right eye. His vision was blurry and he went to the emergency room and the emergency room sent him to Dr. Mayans and Dr. Mayans gave eye drops and did retinal examination and everything was fine. The patient was told that he had subconjunctival hemorrhage.

PLAN: Plavix and aspirin will be discontinued. The patient had a previous history of small cerebrovascular accident and he was on Plavix and aspirin as recommended by Dr. Kadir. He did not have any more episodes. The patient will stop Plavix and aspirin for the time being after his subconjunctival hemorrhage improves he will restart aspirin 81 mg daily. He had a posterior circulation transient ischemic attack on December 9, 2021 and he required admission at Medical Center Hospital at that time. He had lightheadedness at that time. The patient’s blood sugars have improved. He will be seen again in three months. Blood test will be done at next visit.
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
