2. Prednisone 20 mg, she will take #5 p.o. on day 1, #4 p.o. on day 2, #3 p.o. on day 3, #2 p.o. on day 4, and #1 p.o. on day 5 for a total of #15.
The patient was offered a medication which has emergency use authorization Paxlovid, but after discussing the history of this medication, she declined and stated she would prefer the Zithromax and prednisone. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she has none.
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
