HISTORY: This is a 55-year-old gentleman here for surgical clearance.

The patient stated that while at work he stepped over an object and into a hole causing immediate pain. He stated he was seen at the local emergency room, x-ray revealed closed fracture of his right ankle. He states he is scheduled to have this repaired surgically and is here for clearance.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Flexeril and ibuprofen.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Endorses alcohol and tobacco use. Denies drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports right ankle pain (the patient is requesting something stronger than ibuprofen and Flexeril because he states these are not working for his pain from his fractured ankle, he was advised to consult with the doctor who prescribed him Flexeril and ibuprofen for medication options). The patient denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. The patient denies headache, blurred vision or double vision. The patient denies abdominal pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 134/90.
Pulse 114.

Respirations 16.

Temperature 97.6.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No rebound. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds. No tenderness to palpation.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: Right ankle is casted. With the right ankle, the patient has a supporting boot in place. Capillary refill less than two seconds. No edematous digits.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Surgical clearance.
2. Closed fracture, right ankle.

An EKG was done in the clinic today. The EKG shows normal sinus rhythm with possible right atrial enlargement (the patient is asymptomatic and states he does not usually experience shortness of breath, fatigue, swelling or breathing problems).

Labs were drawn. The labs include CBC, CMP, PT, INR, and PTT.

Chest x-ray was not done as the surgeon requested no chest x-ray. He did indicate in his slip that he does not need chest x-ray. The patient was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
