CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 64-year-old male seen preoperatively as he is scheduled for left total knee replacement. 

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 64-year-old male with a history of bilateral knee osteoarthritis. He reports that he first developed symptoms approximately some one to two years ago. He noted that his symptoms first occurred with walking, but now occur with sitting and driving. Symptoms are especially worse when driving. He notes that his right knee is extremely painful as he is a driver. Pain is typically 4/10. It is non-radiating. It is associated with decreased range of motion. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He is status post motor vehicle accident. He was in a coma for approximately five weeks.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Right total shoulder.

2. Left total shoulder. 
3. Fatty tumor removal.

4. Aortic tear / dissection? during the motor vehicle accident?

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN results in angioedema.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a prior smoker who quit. He notes occasional alcohol in the past. He previously used marijuana, but denies all currently.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 111/69, pulse 63, respiratory rate 18, height 70”, and weight 215.6 pounds.

Chest: Exam reveals a well-healed scar. 
Abdomen: Abdomen further reveals well-healed scar.
Musculoskeletal: Tenderness at both medial and lateral joint lines of the right knee. 
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IMPRESSION: This is a 64-year-old male with a history of posttraumatic osteoarthritis left knee, loose body in the left knee, and painful knee. He further has a history of right knee injury. The patient is currently scheduled for right knee surgery although he states that he will also need left knee surgery in the future. From a medical perspective, he appears stable for his procedure. ECG is noted to demonstrate sinus bradycardia at 53 beats per minute. No significant ST or T wave changes are noted. Lab work is pending at the time of this dictation. However, he is otherwise felt to be clinically stable for his procedure. As noted, the patient has bilateral knee osteo. Supplied documentation suggests the patient will be having his left knee surgery performed. However, the patient stated that he is now scheduled for right. This needs clarification prior to the procedure.
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
