CC: 60-day note.
HPI: An 80-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease observed walking throughout the facility interacting with other residents; with direction, he gets himself to the dining room and I saw him having his hair cut and allowed the beautician to also trim his mustache and shave the rest of his face. He is pleasant and likes to socialize. The patient has had no falls or other acute medical events the past 60 days.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD in the form of paranoia well-managed, atrial fibrillation on Eliquis, HTN, HLD and BPH.

MEDICATIONS: Clonazepam 0.5 mg two tablets h.s., Aricept 10 mg q.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., metoprolol 50 mg q.d., Benicar HCT 40/12.5 q.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., Zocor 10 mg h.s., and Flomax q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Low fat, low cholesterol.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, pleasant and socializing.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 103/68, pulse 65, temperature 97.8 and weight 160 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: Normal respiratory effort and rate. Clear lung fields. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Heart sounds are distant, but regular rate and rhythm, could not appreciate MRG.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has good muscle mass and motor strength, ambulates independently, steadily and upright. No lower extremity edema.
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NEURO: Orientation x 1-2, makes eye contact, is engaging, limited in any information he can give, has clear short and long-term memory deficits, can be redirected, but she almost  has to walk him through it because he forgets what he is supposed to be doing.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Dementia appears stable with no staging, he is redirectable and some extent can express his needs when asked and it can take him a little bit to get it out.

2. Lab review. CMP, CBC and TSH are WNL with the TSH being a screening lab.
3. General care. I have spoken with POA regarding DNR, they choose to remain full code.
