CC: Decline.
HPI: An 88-year-old who was admitted 02/18/2022, shortly thereafter had a fall, sustained a hip fracture right side and status post ORIF. The patient then went to SNF at Grace Skilled Nursing & Therapy – Norman, admitted there on 03/04/2022, returned to building on 04/12/2022. She is seen today, is in a wheelchair that she propels around. She makes eye contact when spoken to. Her comments are random and out of context, but she appears calm and comfortable. I have been contacted before coming to the building and then was met here by salesperson from Angels Care Home Health who for some reason had spoken to the patient’s daughter regarding their services and they would like a verbal order to evaluate and get her on service. The HH discussions ranged from Alzheimer’s education for the family to any PT/OT needed by the patient. Since her return, I was contacted regarding the BPSD, so Ativan 0.75 mg t.i.d. was started increasing it from 0.5 mg t.i.d. and it appears to be effective without compromising her baseline cognition or alertness level.
MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Depakote 125 mg two tablets b.i.d., Imdur 30 mg q.d., MiraLAX q.d., pravastatin 80 mg q.d., Zoloft 25 mg q.d. and p.r.n. Tylenol.

ALLERGIES: LOPID and LIPITOR.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Now DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient well groomed, seated comfortably in her wheelchair and appears in good spirits.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/82, pulse 79, temperature 97.1, respirations 18 and there is no weight.
RESPIRATORY: Does not cooperate with deep inspiration, but her lung fields are clear. Normal effort. No cough.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without MRG.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is thin, but has motor strength to propel herself around in her manual wheelchair. She is a transfer assist. No lower extremity edema. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She made eye contact. She did speak, but it was random and out of context. She could not answer questions or voice her needs.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with fair turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Status post right hip ORIF in April. She is appearing to do well. She is not ambulatory, does not attempt to stand or walk on her own and does not complain of pain or give evidence that she is in pain and, of note, the patient was ambulatory prior to her fracture.

2. General care. I have given the verbal order for Angels Care Home Health to evaluate the patient and I will speak with the daughter the next time that I am out here. The MMSE given actually when she was admitted was 9, which is significantly advanced dementia and we will do a followup to see if there has been stability or further decline in that function.
