HPI: The patient is followed by Traditions Hospice who contacted me earlier this week regarding the patient pushing at her lower pelvic area intervaginal area evidencing pain and discomfort. The patient is incontinent of urine and is difficult to get her to sit on a hat and provide a supply. So, she is empirically treated. I ordered Bactrim DS 20 mL q.12h. x 7 days and Azo one tablet t.i.d for three days for urinary bladder analgesia. The patient is appearing more herself today evidenced that there is benefit from current medication. She has completed by this evening five days and will be done by with the antibiotic by Sunday.

Her weight today is 98.2, which is a weight gain of 4 pounds.
