CC: Request medication discontinuation.

HPI: A 77-year-old has requested discontinue Haldol most likely coming from home health or facility staff and I think it is appropriate to evaluate either the reduction or discontinuation of this medication which was started back when patient was having auditory and visual hallucinations which were distressing to him. They did stop once the medication was started. There has been notable change in his gait, a short stride shuffling flat foot step and his affect is generally bland and tends to talk in a monotone voice now all those things could be related to the progression of his Alzheimer’s disease, but there is likely secondary effect of the Haldol. I talked to the patient about this and just stopping it and see how he does without it and if he starts to feel more alert and there is an improvement in his gait, he wants to stop it and see if things change.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease advanced, lower extremity edema improved, anxiety, chronic tinnitus and history of urinary retention resolved at this time.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/08/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seen in his room. He was awake and cooperative. 

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/63, pulse 80, temperature 97.3, respirations 16 and O2 96% and weight 164 pounds, which is a weight loss of 9.7 pounds from 05/05/22.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort. Clear lung fields. Symmetric excursion. No cough.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He has shuffling gait and keeps his hands at his side. Good neck and truncal stability with mild kyphosis and no lower extremity edema.

NEUROLOGIC: He makes eye contact. His speech is slow and soft volume able to express his needs. He does lose his train of thought, but asked appropriate questions and appears to understand information when just given brief bits in simple words.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication hold. Haldol 1 mg q.d will be held and we will evaluate next week how he is doing and we may be able to just take him off the medication.
