CC: Clarify O2 use.

HPI: A 97-year-old who on one of her hospitalizations about a year ago returned with O2 and it has been in her room ever since the order written was for O2 to be placed at 2 L per nasal cannula, but no parameter of the O2 sat. A review of her O2 sats is available as outpatients are monitored at COVID protocol for respiratory rate, temp, and O2 sats and review her for last month and this month show that she has not had a sat below 90% with a range from 90 to 95% RA. The patient was seen today. She was sitting quietly in her room. She makes eye contact and did not speak and she did not appear to have SOB.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia advanced, CKD IV, gait and postural instability in wheelchair, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/25/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, but quiet and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/79, pulse 89, temperature 97.2, respirations 18 and O2 90% and she weighed 109.6 in January.
RESPIRATORY: She has a fair respiratory effort. She does not quite do deep inspiration, but lungs fields are clear with symmetric excursion. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rhythm with soft SEM radiating throughout the precordium.

SKIN: Fragile and some bruising on dorsum of both hands and forearms.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Clarification for O2 use. O2 at 2 L per nasal cannula to be used for sats less than 90%.
