CC: Follow up post UTI treatment.

HPI: An 83-year-old seen last week to review UA results it looked fairly unremarkable, but was sent for C&S. I empirically started her on Keflex 500 mg q.d. x5 days. The C&S returned positive for E. coli UTIs sensitive to Keflex. I reassured her that we knew what she now know what she needed to be treated with that is what she was given and so it is considered resolved. She continues to complain now of abdominal pain a different location. She is having routine bowel movements. Denies nausea or emesis and points to her left lower quadrant as the area that is uncomfortable. She still gets around, is able to move, bend and turn that is not prevented due to any pain or discomfort. The patient has DM-II there was no glucose evident in her UA.

DIAGNOSES: CKD stage III, anxiety disorder, generalized weakness, sleep apnea, and diastolic CHF.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from her 06/07/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Renal.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated in her usual chair, awake and reading.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/58, pulse 93, temperature 97.9, respirations 17, and weight 191.6 pounds.
NEURO: She is alert and oriented x2. Has to reference for date and time. She can give information about herself, seems to perseverate on the same issue.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is ambulatory with a walker, but only in very small spaces otherwise uses her wheelchair.

SKIN: Dry, poor turgor, some scattered bruising and no skin tears noted.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. UTI was positive for E. coli, has completed treatment in the last day or two for same.
2. Abdominal pain now in a different location of her abdomen and I am ordering KUB to see if there is anything that shows of significance.
