CC: Spontaneous crying, difficult to console.
HPI: A 99-year-old with suitable pseudobulbar affect. Medication is cost prohibitive so we were doing a mixture of separate orders dextromethorphan and quinine. The quinine now has no longer available simply because the demand has exceeded the supply. I heard her talk while is talking to another resident just wailing and when I went to see her she was sitting there with tears in her eyes no longer crying, but just looking sad and scared. Again, staff states it is any time of day random and she cannot be consoled. This problem had really been well addressed with the previous medical treatment. The patient is being titrated by hospice with Seroquel to see if they can take care of this. She is currently on 25 mg a day and she is followed by Encompass Hospice.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pseudobulbar affect. The former method of coming up with Nuedexta is no longer available supply exceeding demand. Seroquel has been started by Encompass to see if that can temper that behavior there 50 mg b.i.d. and it is not effective and she is not sedate so I am increasing it to 8 AM, 2 PM and 8 PM.
