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PROCEDURE NOTE
PATIENT NAME: Angela Le
DATE OF BIRTH: 07/15/1991
DATE OF SERVICE: 06/14/2021
PROCEDURE: Occipital nerve block on the right side with steroid, dexamethasone and Marcaine 0.5%.

MEDICAL INDICATIONS: The patient is suffering from severe headaches which are located in the right occipital region and are significantly severe 7 on a scale of 1-10, all day long and the patient has been suffering with nausea and vomiting. It appears a block of the right occipital nerve can lead to a proper diagnosis and also relieve the pain and headaches. 

PROCEDURE NOTE: The patient was taken to the fluoroscopy suite. The area of the occiput on the right side was cleared. All the hair were moved on one side. The area was identified for the most possible location of greater occipital nerve and it was marked, cleaned with alcohol and Betadine to achieve asepsis. The area was draped. In the presence of female chaperone, the area was injected using 2 mL of dexamethasone and 1 mL of 0.5% Marcaine using a syringe of 3 mL with #25 gauge needle 1 inch long. The nerve was blocked successfully. Entire needle was withdrawn and Band-Aid was applied. Hemostasis was achieved. The patient left the office in a stable condition.
