HISTORY OF PRESENTING ILLNESS
Ms. Tanika Burroughs is a victim of a stroke left sided that rendered her imbalance and losing balance and history of fall several times. Recently, she fell down and injured her left shoulder and also injured her lower back. Currently, the pain level is between 6 and 10. Today, she reports the pain level is 8 in the lower back and also in the left shoulder. However, left shoulder has improved consistently with the injection that was given to her and 40% improvement is reported. ADLs are affected as follows: General activity, walking ability, and work are affected. Enjoyment of life is affected 10. Sleep is affected 8.

ADDITIONAL HISTORY: In the last 30 days, pain level has remained the same. There are no changes in the medical history, surgical history, hospitalization, weight loss or any other trauma. 

CURRENT PAIN MEDICATIONS: Percocet 7.5 mg.
SUBSTANCE ABUSE: None reported.

COMPLIANCE HISTORY: The patient is fully compliant to the pain medicine regimen.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS
Neurology / Psyche: No symptoms are reported. No headaches, dizziness, vertigo, vision disturbance, double vision or balance problems. Occasionally, the patient has loss of equilibrium, other than that no other issues.
Pain/ Numbness: The patient has ongoing stiffness in the shoulder and pain in the shoulder as well as pain in the lower back. 
GI: There is no nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, digestive problems, incontinence of the bowel, stomach pain, blood in stools, or trouble swallowing.

GU: There is no incontinence of the urine, frequency, painful urination, or blood in the urine.

Respiratory: There is no asthma, trouble breathing, chest pain, coughing, or shortness of breath.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

VITALS: Blood pressure 130/94, pulse 86, temperature 99.0, and pulse oximetry 98%.
GENERAL REVIEW: The patient is a 48-year-old African American female of average built and nutrition, alert, oriented, cooperative, and conscious. No cyanosis, jaundice, clubbing, or koilonychia. Built well, obese. Hydration is good. The patient does not appear to be in acute distress, shortness of breath, or severe pain facies. The patient does appear severely anxious and panics more. Her fingers are trembling and there are coarse and fine tremors. No lethargy is noticed. The patient, however, has a good attitude and demeanor. Dress and hygiene is normal.

MUSCULOSKELETAL EXAMINATION:

Inspection: The entire spine has normal curvature and alignment. There are no scars noticed.

Palpation: There is no scoliosis or abnormal kyphosis or hump back. The pelvic iliac crest height is equal. There is no pelvic tilt noticed.

Spine Tenderness: Spine tenderness is present in bilateral sacroiliac joints. Tenderness is present in L4-L5 and L5-S1 region of the spine.

PVM Spasm and tenderness: Extreme spasm is noticed in the paravertebral muscles starting from L1-L5 with several trigger points. There is moderate tenderness.

PVM Hypertonicity: There is 2+ hypertonicity of the paravertebral muscles observed.
ROM:
Cervical Spine ROM: Forward flexion 50, extension 60, bilateral side flexion 45, and bilateral rotation 80.
Lumbar Spine ROM: Forward flexion 20, the patient is unable to bend down due to the issue in her hip and lower back and paralysis that she has. Extension 10, bilateral side flexion 30, and rotation 35. Hyperextension is painful at 10 degrees.
MANEUVERS TO IDENTIFY & REPRODUCE PAIN:
Cervical Spine: Hoffmann sign is negative. Spurling sign is negative. Lhermitte test is negative. Distraction test is negative. Soto-Hall test is negative.
Thoracic Spine: Roos test (1st thoracic nerve stretch) is negative. Slump test is negative.

Lumbar Spine: Brudzinski- Kernig test negative. Straight leg raising test (Lasègue’s test) is negative in the right leg and left leg could not be tested. Contralateral leg raise test (Cross leg test) is not possible to do. Bragard test is negative. Kemp test negative. Babinski test negative.

Sacro-Iliac Joint: Standing flexion test is positive. Iliac compression test is positive. Distraction test is positive. FABER test is positive on the left side. Gaenslen test is positive on the left side. Trendelenburg’s sign is negative.
EXTREMITIES (UPPER and LOWER): Except for the left upper extremity and left knee and left shoulder, all other joints are completely normal with no tenderness, pedal edema, contusions, lacerations, muscle spasm, or varicose veins. Range of motion of all other joints is normal. Quick test is negative. No leg length discrepancy noticed.
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SHOULDER: The left shoulder on examination has a normal contour and on palpation there is a normal appearing shoulder joint with no tenderness in the shoulder AC joint. Range of motion is completely 0. The patient is not able to move passively or even actively. There is a severe spasm as a result of a previous stroke. Muscle strength is poor I will say 0-5. Special tests could not be done like drop arm test, anterior-posterior apprehension, Speed test, Neer test, empty beer can test, Hawkins-Kennedy test could not be done. Elbow joint is normal, but ranges of motions are 0 and tenderness upon moving forcibly against resistance.

HANDS/WRISTS: On the left side, there is an issue of inability to flex fingers or the wrists. Motor power is 0/5 due to the previous stroke. Muscle weakness is present and atrophy of thenar prominence is present. No swelling or deviation is noticed. Muscle atrophy is present over left forearm. No ulcers, wound, or fracture. Color of the skin is normal. Range of motion is 0 passive and active. Reflexes are 2/4. Grip is very poor. No grip possible. Motor power is 0/5. Sensations are intact. Peripheral pulses are normal. On the right side, however, the carpal tunnel signs are positive. Carpal tunnel compression test is positive. Tinel sign and Phalen sign is positive. There are no other positive findings. Motor power is normal. Reflexes are normal. No atrophy, ulcer, wound, or fracture noticed.

KNEES: On the left side, on inspection there are no scars, erythema, or effusion. On palpation, there is moderate tenderness and swelling in the prepatellar region with few crepitus heard on moving the knee from 0 to full extension of 135. Ranges of motion are normal. However, collateral ligaments are intact. Motor power is 5/5. Valgus-varus abnormality is absent. Anterior drawer, posterior drawer, McMurray sign, Steinman and patellar apprehension are all negative.

HIPS: Hip joint is completely normal on inspection and palpation. No tenderness on the left hip. No tenderness, swelling, spasm, contractures of alignments are noticed. Ranges of motion are completely normal. Motor strength is normal of the hip joints. Valgus and varus abnormalities are absent. Leg length discrepancy is not present. Patrick sign and Trendelenburg’s test are negative. Log roll, Ely test, and Thomas tests are not possible to do due to the weakness.

GAIT: The gait is normal. The patient is not using a cane or adaptive devices.

Diabetic neuropathy both feet, spastic left shoulder, and carpal tunnel syndrome right wrist.

PLAN OF CARE
The patient is already healed up in the shoulder. However the lower back pain remains with occasional radiation to the buttock and her MRI is positive for the herniated disc. At L4-L5, there is a bulging disc and L5-S1 there is a broad-based paracentral disc herniation which is being treated by lumbar epidural steroid injection and is being scheduled. She already received three injections; one more injection is going to be attempted in two weeks’ time. It is hoped that the patient will be better. Her shoulder is already completely better and with this, the pain requirement will be much less. Currently, I have seen the MAPS. I have reviewed the labs and I provided with last prescription of Percocet 7.5/325 mg every 12 hours to continue and also I have ordered a home therapy since the patient is paralyzed on the left side with weakness with history of fall, to get a home therapy on the lower back for the spasm in the hamstring as well as spasm in the lower back and trapezius muscle along with multilevel disc involvement in the L4-L5 and L5-S1 and paralysis. She fulfils the homebound criteria and she will be seen in two weeks time.
