History: Mr. Allen was seen today for a Blue Cross physical. Mr. Allen has had multiple problems. Mr. Allen has major depression and he is on multiple medicines under care of Dr. Dave that is pretty stable. Mr. Allen has had problem with retinal vein occlusion of the right eye and has almost complete loss of vision in the right eye. He had a transient loss in his left eye, but has done well, but then he came up with right leg swelling and he was found to have DVT of the right leg and he was referred to Dr. Jenkins. He started him on Eliquis twice a day. He is still on Eliquis twice a day and has done well. He has another appointment to see Dr. Jenkins or Dr. Floyd at the Cancer Center. He is overall doing well. I told him to tell him about his vision problem and other things to the cancer doctor so that in case he has some kind of antiphospholipid antibody disorder he could be treated. The patient understands that. He is still continuing Eliquis. He is not taking any testosterone supplement by lotion or skin gels or injections. He has problem with trigger thumb of his right hand and he was interested in acupuncture. His problems with left elbow and his left foot have cleared completely with acupuncture without any surgeries and I told him that a steroid shot usually does good and he is referred to Dr. Randolph Gibbs for that. The patient understands plan of treatment. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
