HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 33-year-old woman with negative medical history comes in with 24 hours history of nausea, vomiting, weakness, fatigue, abdominal pain, leg pain, arm pain, lower extremity weakness, and lower extremity swelling.
The patient’s most significant history is, she had a pelvic fracture because of an MVA a few years ago. She did not have to have surgery, but she was out of work for six months.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is single. She works outside sales in New Waverly. She does not smoke. She does not drink. Last period 06/11/2022. Definitely not on her period.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 131 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 84. Blood pressure 101/51.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Oral mucosa without any lesion.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
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ABDOMEN: Soft, but some tenderness noted especially on the right lower quadrant, right flank and over the McBurney point.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The patient’s blood pressure lying down 101/90 and standing up is 90/palp.

2. Volume depletion.

3. Nausea and vomiting.

4. Urinalysis shows dry urine, lots of blood.

5. Right-sided abdominal pain.

6. Ultrasound of the abdomen shows no ascites or significant hydronephrosis. Gallbladder appears normal.

7. I cannot tell about the kidney stone on the right side and/or appendix on the ultrasound.

8. Pelvic ultrasound is negative.

9. Lower extremity ultrasound which was done because of swelling is within normal limits. No DVT noted.

10. The patient needs blood work including TSH.

11. As far as her other symptoms are concerned, we looked at her carotid and her heart, they were both within normal limits regarding dizziness, palpitations and tachycardia.

12. We looked at her neck. She did have a normal thyroid with lots of lymphadenopathy.

13. The patient is going to see the emergency room physician in the Spring, Texas and I have spoken to the ER doctor. They are expecting her now.

14. COVID-19, urinalysis, and UPT were all negative here in the office today.
