NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological history of recurrent daily spells and confusion.

Hospitalization with COVID virus associated with a history of fall, findings of rib fractures, and close head injury.

Dear Kate Ellis & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Larry Quiring for neurological evaluation.

Larry is an early middle-aged athletically healthy appearing man with a history of COPD and cardiac arrhythmia for which he is on a pacemaker.

He suffered a close head injury and he has had recurrent spells of daily headaches and associated symptoms of mental confusion occurring several times per day in a stereotypical fashion somewhat suspicious for seizures.

He denies any history of generalized convulsions.

He denies dyssomnia.

He denied other medical problems other than his current treatment for diabetes, malnutrition, and tobacco dependence.

He reports he is recovered from SARS COVID infection without complication.

He also has a mental illness history and bipolar disorder for which he is currently treated with lamotrigine 200 mg tablets and paroxetine 40 mg.

His hypertension is well controlled.
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PREVIOUS MEDICATIONS:
1. Amitriptyline.

2. Dexamethasone.

3. Guaifenesin.

4. Hydrocodone.

5. Metformin.

6. Ondansetron.

7. Ramipril.

His neurological examination today is within normal limits.

In consideration of his history and presentation following his initial evaluation last year we attempted to obtain a diagnostic electroencephalogram but he cannot be contacted successfully because of his hearing impairment.

We are making arrangements to have his wife contacted to help him obtain his diagnostic EEG, which will be completed.

I am scheduling him for high-resolution 3D neuro-quantitative brain imaging study with his history of headaches, concussion, and some cognitive decline.

He will be seen here for reevaluation with those results with further testing may be necessary.

I am very pleased that he successfully treated with his lamotrigine and paroxetine, which by his report has stabilized his problem with bipolar illness.

I will send a followup report when he returns.
