Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Hoskins comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has had difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision on the left side. He states that he experienced a sudden loss of vision with the left eye approximately three years ago. He states that he was receiving injections into the eye for approximately one year, but the doctor stopped giving him injection because it did not seem to be helping. He does not have difficulties with his peripheral vision, but he does note that the central vision on the left side is poor.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on the right and 20/800 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –0.50 x 106 on the right and +0.50 –1.50 x 100 on the left. The near acuity through the distance correction measures 20/20 on the right and 20/800 on the left at 14 inches. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Muscle balance shows a small left-sided exotropia. There is no afferent defect. The pupils are equally reactive and round. Applanation pressures are 21 on each side. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination on the right side is unremarkable. The cup-to-disk ratio is 0.4. On the left side, there is a central disciform scar on the left side. The cup-to-disk ratio is 0.4. There are no hemorrhages. There are no detachments. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Goldmann visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 115 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 110 degrees of horizontal field on the left. There was a central scotoma on the left side.
Assessment:
1. Macular scar, left eye.

2. Myopia.

Mr. Hoskins has clinical findings that are consistent with the loss of central vision on the left side and history of having received injections to the left side. It is likely that he had a neovascular process on the left side that did not respond to injections. The prognosis for the right eye is good. The prognosis for the left eye is poor.
