HISTORY: This is a 17-year-old child presented with mother with right ear pain.

The patient stated that the pain started approximately two or three days after he went swimming about a week or so ago. He described pain as sharp, rated pain 6/10, worse with touch and stated pain is non-radiating, confined to his right ear.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills or myalgia. Denies increased temperature. Denies trauma.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is an alert, oriented and obese child, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 109/62.

Pulse 76.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
HEENT: Normal. Right Ear: Positive tragal tug, erythematous and edematous ear canal. There is green discharge from his ear. TM is ruptured. TM is erythematous and edematous. Dull TM.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No organomegaly. No tenderness to palpation. No peritoneal signs.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media, right.

2. Otitis externa.

3. Right ear pain.

PLAN: The patient was given:
1. Samples of Ciprodex two drops three times a day for seven days.

2. Amoxicillin 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.
He was advised to buy Motrin or Tylenol over-the-counter for pain, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
