The patient presents with kitten bite with redness and pain in finger, wanting antibiotics.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Bitten by kitten, now with increased inflammation and swelling left index finger two days ago which is painful.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: As above including hysterectomy and eye surgery.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: On chart.

ALLERGIES: ASPIRIN and PROPOFOL.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: History of dementia, here with daughter, still drives her car and knows her way.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Skin: Erythema and swelling left distal index finger. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Neuropsychiatric: As above with memory loss, still able to drive, able to talk coherently, responding to verbal stimuli.

IMPRESSION: Cat bite with probable Pasteurella infection.
PLAN: The patient was given an injection of Rocephin 500 mg and amoxicillin. Follow up as needed and if worsens and by regular doctor.
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
