CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of nearly pricking her left hand with a needle containing insulin being preparing for an injection of daughter’s dog who has diabetes. She states it did not actually pricked the skin with no bleeding, but there was some purplish discoloration of her thenar area for a few seconds afterwards, is worried, requesting tetanus toxoid.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Near puncture wound, left hand. She states it did not penetrate skin, with purpura, base of thumb superficially, afterwards cleared in a few minutes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, on metoprolol.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She has had tonsillectomy, tubal ligation, surgery on finger, and sinus surgery x 2.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Here visiting daughter post with hurricane in Louisiana where she lives.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past Medical History: History of hypertension.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Within normal limits. Heart: Within normal limits. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Back: Within normal limits. Skin: No evidence of puncture wound into the left thenar aspect of hand without discoloration of skin with circulation intact. Extremities: Without tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Near puncture wound, left hand.
PLAN: Given tetanus toxoid booster. To observe hand. Follow up as needed.
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
