The patient presents with complaints of right earache and headache, hurts when chewing for the past week. Denies congestion, sore throat, sores on scalp, nasal congestion, or other respiratory symptoms.
PRESENT ILLNESS: As above, complains of right ear pain without sore throat, congestion, nasal sinus pressure, or sores on head. Does relate irritation to right anterior aspect external auricle for a few days with clearing. Also, he states he uses Q-tips to dry his ears daily without ear pain, feels like it is in his ear.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history negative as above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noticed slight erythema to right anterior auricle adjacent to the opening of external auditory canal. Neck: With lymphadenopathy right infraauricular area with tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuro: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Cervical adenitis secondary to inflammation of skin, ear.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Ciprodex to apply to skin and also Z-PAK with followup as needed.
