The patient presents with cough and congestion for two weeks.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever, cough and congestion for four days reported to me.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had dental surgery.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Claritin and Flonase.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: Allergies; takes Claritin and Flonase.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 100.1. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for full range of motion. Skin: Without lesions. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Stat strep was recommended, but refused by mother.

IMPRESSION: Pharyngitis with upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: Given prescription for Zithromax and recommended over-the-counter dextromethorphan or DM.
