The patient presents with complaints of right foot big toe painful, redness, and swelling.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Right first toe pain with history of reoccurring ingrown toenails with removal of right first toenail 22 years old, never wants to go back to doctor (has been seeing *__________* nail salon with attempted removal of nail or relieving pressure on ingrown toenails without success, now pain increased with slight drainage).
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hyperglycemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, right arm, and bladder.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smokes one-half pack per day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history as above, removal of toenail.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Extremities: Tenderness with slight purulent drainage right lateral first toe with ingrown toenail. Ankle: Within normal limits. Leg: Within normal limits. Knee: Within normal limits. Thigh and Hip: Within normal limits. Gait: Within normal limits. Neurovascular and Tendon: No injury. Skin: Within normal limits, without rashes or discoloration. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Without rigidity or adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Ingrown toenail, right first toe.

PLAN: The patient had minor surgical procedure with 1% lidocaine with digital block and local anesthesia with removal of lateral edge of nail without local anesthetic with 1% lidocaine and digital block with minimal bleeding post procedure, with Neosporin and pressure dressing applied, with instructions for home care. Given prescription for Bactrim and mupirocin. Continue topical care and to follow up as needed in the next several days.
