PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Negative. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Extremities: Tenderness and swelling to right distal metatarsal and right first metatarsophalangeal joint. Ankle without abnormality. Leg without abnormality. Knee without abnormality. Thigh and hip without abnormality. Gait within normal limits except with slight limp. Neurovascular and tendon, no injury. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Within normal limits. Heart: Within normal limits. Abdomen: Within normal limits.
X-rays were taken of right foot with evidence of slight cortical irregularity without definite evidence of any fracture without displacement.
DIAGNOSIS: Right metatarsal distal joint.
PLAN: The patient was advised to immobilize injury site with tape. The patient is to follow up in two weeks as needed.
