Dear Mrs. Aultman:

This is a followup for Mrs. Anderson with abnormal kidney function.  Last visit was in December 2020.  Comes in person.  There has been some mycosis finger and toenails follows with dermatology Messenger Group in Mount Pleasant Dr. Xu.  There are some cellulitis changes on the left foot, some redness but no blisters.  No ulcers.  No tenderness, doing some topical steroids.  Weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting.  Constipation, no bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Presently no chest pain, palpitation, no increase of dyspnea.  Has problems of asthma.  Discontinued smoking many years back.  Uses a brace on the right knee.  Other review of system negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight diltiazem and nitrates.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 110/58 on the right and 106/58 on the left, very anxious, but no respiratory distress, respiratory normal, bilateral carotid bruits and aortic systolic murmur.  No pericardial rub, appears to be regular.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  I do not see gross edema.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries kidney function is back to normal, used to be running 1.1 presently 0.9, GFR better than 60.  Electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and PTH normal.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:  Prior kidney abnormalities, presently normal.  There has been no activity in the urine for blood, protein or cells.  She underwent a cardiac cath which apparently no major abnormalities.  She has a prior smoker asthma COPD, clinically stable.  Problems of diarrhea, constipation, prior bowel resection for diverticulitis.  No malignancy.  Blood pressure is stable in the low side, anxiety disorder on treatment.  From the renal standpoint I do not need to see her anymore.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
