Dear Dr. McConnon:

This is a followup for Mr. Bassett has indwelling Foley catheter from neurogenic bladder and bilateral hydronephrosis, follows with urology Dr. Kirby, comes accompanied with family member.  I have not seen him since March 2019, comes in person, recent falling episode with fracture of the left hip status post surgery few months ago.  No complications of stroke, heart attack, deep vein thrombosis, pulmonary medicine or active gastrointestinal bleeding.  Presently no vomiting, no dysphagia, no bleeding in the stools.  No recent blood in the urine or sepsis.  No chronic back pain, but no chest pain or palpitation.  Stable dyspnea.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the Norvasc, Cardura, on two different prophylaxis for urinary tract infection, medication for depression and psychosis.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 122/80, this is on the right-sided large cuff, diffuse rhonchi.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3, attentive.  Normal speech.  No pericardial rub or arrhythmia.  No abdominal tenderness or back discomfort.  1+ edema bilateral left ankle brace, tall large obese person.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries from April anemia 12.2, low platelet count 136.  Normal sodium, potassium, acid base, low albumin, corrected calcium normal.  Liver function test is not elevated.  Normal glucose.  Creatinine at 1.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Neurogenic bladder, indwelling Foley catheter.  Bilateral hydronephrosis.  Present kidney function in the normal range more than 60, has fluctuation overtime.

2. Prophylaxis treatment for urinary tract infection.

3. Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.

4. Recent fall fracture and surgery left hip.

5. Anemia, no external bleeding, not symptomatic, no treatment.  All issues discussed with the patient and family member.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
