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Echo Report

Final Interpretation:

1. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 70%.

2. Mild left ventricular diastolic dysfunction.
3. Minimally dilated ascending aorta. The ascending aorta diameter is 3.8 cm.
4. Left atrial diameter at the upper limit of normal.
5. Mild tricuspid and mild pulmonic regurgitation, which are likely a normal variant.
6. Pulmonary artery pressure 30/12 mmHg with mean 18 mmHg.
Please note that diameter of the aorta at sinuses of Valsalva is 4 cm in today’s echo.

The patient had echocardiogram 01/21/15 where diameter of the aorta at sinuses of Valsalva was 4.2 cm. Pulmonary artery pressure was 24/10 mmHg with mean 15 mmHg. At that time, there was normal left ventricular systolic and normal left ventricular diastolic function.
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
