Mother stated that child was involved in an accident; she was on a scooter and her brother was in a four wheeler when they collided and immediately she started to have pain, had to be seen in the ER and had sutures placed on her foot. She states since her last visit she has no new complaints.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies secondhand exposure.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 101/66.

Pulse 77.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

EXTREMITIES: Right Foot: Sutures in good repair. There is no evidence of secondary infection such as tenderness to touch. It is not hot to touch. No fluctuance. No bleeding or discharge.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Suture removal.

2. Status post crush injury with right foot pain.
3. Right foot pain.
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Mother was advised to bring child back if the pain increases or there is redness of the site, fluctuance, discharge. Other than that, child can continue homecare and no need for her to come back.
I advised to keep site clean and dry, to come back if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
