History: Mr. Anderson came in today after we called him because we have last seen him in February 2022. The patient tells me he lives on Social Security, he does not have enough money and he has to pay $40 co-pay for the specialists and he states it is between food and seeing the specialists and that is a shame at this time to have this problem in the country. The patient was due for a physical, so I ended up doing the physical on him so that he does not have to pay his $10 co-pay. I did advance care planning for him. The patient is single. His son lives in California. He has three grandchildren; youngest is 8-year-old. The patient states he goes to California and lives with them for couple of months at a time. The patient saw the cardiologist and ran several tests, all of them were within normal limits and the patient was upset that the cardiologist called him to discuss the tests and collected $40 co-pay. He was also unhappy seeing Dr. Lacefield, the urologist, as Dr. Lacefield examined the patient and told him his testicles looked okay, but he wanted to do a cystoscopy, which the patient refused. Somehow, I do not have his notes. The patient then tells me that he got a letter from Humana that Dr. Lacefield is no longer on the Humana plan and I do not know maybe this applies to the other doctors or not at CHI St. Joseph. I did the physical. The patient had some skin lesions on the forehead and requesting that he be referred to dermatologist. After discussing his money situation and that he is VA eligible and has used VA for medications and others that he should see the VA dermatologist. The patient understands that. The patient has some of the seborrheic dermatitis like lesions on the face, may not be covered by his insurance. The patient had a colonoscopy done with Dr. K. Ragu in 2021, and was negative. The patient’s med list was reconciled. He only uses tizanidine p.r.n. He is off gabapentin. He uses Aciphex for the acidity. The patient did not seem to be depressed. It is just he has a limited income and social determinant findings were discussed because he asked me that he has problem between food or seeing a specialist. The patient understands plan of treatment. All his parameters of PHQ-9, memory and all that were done discussed with the patient.
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
