Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. IMPRESSION: Early otitis media.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Ciprodex to place in the ear without indication for antibiotic. Follow up as needed. Routine pediatric care.
