PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with history of sore throat for three days with slight cough and congestion.
TREATMENT: Tylenol and with gargling salt water.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Thyroid condition.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Partial hysterectomy, appendectomy, and cholecystectomy.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history, see chart.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflamed pharynx. Neck: Slight lymphadenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without CVA tenderness. Skin: Without rash or discoloration. Extremities: Without tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Strep screen was obtained with history of being exposed to son few weeks ago with finding of strep with mild upper respiratory infection and history of allergic rhinitis.
PLAN: The patient was given an injection of Rocephin with prescription of amoxicillin. Continue to take Zyrtec and Flonase over-the-counter.
