CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of sore throat causing minor earache.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough and sore throat for two days; son with recent strep.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroidism. The patient treated for obesity.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and cholecystectomy.
ALLERGIES: LEVAQUIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Obesity. Past Medical History: History of obesity on Skinny pills for the past month with 7-pound weight loss.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflamed pharynx. Neck: 2+ adenopathy and tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Skin: Negative for discoloration or rashes. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Exam within normal limits.

Strep screen was obtained, showed a positive strep.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Strep pharyngitis, with obesity.
PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for amoxicillin to take for 10 days. The patient is given an injection of Rocephin. Follow up as needed with strep precautions.
