The patient presents with sore throat, coughing, and wheezing for the past three to four days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough with hoarseness for the past two weeks, gets flared today, with recent diagnosis of COVID, treated with Paxlovid, bad taste according to the patient.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and migraines.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: History of surgery on right elbow.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Medical history noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without discoloration or rashes. Extremities: Without edema or discoloration. Neuropsychiatric: Exam within normal limits.

Chest x-ray obtained with normal findings.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis and laryngitis with recent COVID.
PLAN: The patient had COVID test in the office which was still positive. The patient was given injection of Rocephin and dexamethasone as requested. Also, given prescription for Medrol Dosepak and Zithromax. Take over-the-counter Mucinex-D with final diagnoses of bronchitis with laryngitis and COVID. Follow up in one week as needed.
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
